Find 

out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to 

grow and stay healthy.

Sketching -To begin to add detail to line drawings, look at and discuss artwork by 

known artists, create a collage, weave with a range of materials and dye fabrics 

using beetroot, onions and tea. 

Computing Creating music using digital devices. 

Music 

We will be exploring unpitched instruments using notation to read, compose and 

perform. They will learn to use a graphic score to compose an accompaniment to 

a piece of music.
